I. Teaching aims and learning objectives
By the end of the lesson, students should be able to:
1. master the new words and some sentence patterns correctly;

2. talk about wild animals from two aspects: characteristics and appearance;

3. develop the ability of working in pairs and groups;

4. have the awareness of protecting wild animals.

II. Teaching contents

1. New words and phrases: wild, free, dish, pity, die, giant panda, no way, have/take pity on, in fact
2. New structures: Would you like to live in the wild?

Step 1 Lead-in

1. Play a short video .

2. Guess the title of the new unit.

Step 2 Presentation

Free talk

Listen and practise

  (1) Listen to Millie and her classmates’ conversation and fill in the table.

  (2) Revise the wild animals in the recording.

  (3) List some other wild animals and introduce some plural forms.
  (4) With the help of the given model, make up dialogues in groups.

Step 1 Lead-in

1. Look at the cartoon video of Hobo and Eddie.
Step 2 Practice

1. Post the pictures one by one. Play the recordings sentence by sentence, ask students to fill in the blanks.

3. Read and answer

  (1) Students read the dialogue in roles.

  (2) Answer two simple questions.

  (3) Fill in the blanks related to the conversation.

Step 3 Challenge time

Post a big fruit tree on the screen, there are ten different kinds of fruits in the tree. Each group choose one and finish the task.
Step 4 Consolidation

Show some pictures of hunting wild animals

Introduce some sentences about protecting wild animals.

Use the new knowledge to organize a speech on my favourite wild animals.
